Our past few events have been held at the 
Radisson on South Padre Island.  The location is the same, but the name has changed.  The Radisson is now 
named Isla Grand Beach Resort and has undergone a multi-million dollar renovation following hurricane 
Dolly.

The Sign Up Form lists which events you plan to participate in and the prices that 
include food for the events (a cash bar for your pleasure), paper materials, printings, mailings, 
entertainment, and other things to ensure you have a fabulous time.  Don’t allow the price to stand in the 
way of attending.  Registration prices after the deadline will be higher.

Don’t delay.  Sign up now!  Registration is due by June 20 but would be appreciated EARLIER if 
POSSIBLE.  The Isla Grand Beach Resort requires a deposit by April 1.  For registrations after June 20, 
the price will be higher.  Members from other classes may join us, if they wish. 

Arrangements have been made to hold a limited number of rooms at the Isla Grand Beach Resort if 
hotel reservations are made before midnight on June 20.  Ask for a room with the “HHS 40 Something 
Reunion” group to get one of these reserved rooms.   

The bad news is we will be meeting during peak vacation time, so the room rates are expensive.  The 
good news is Isla Grand Beach Resort will give us a discount.  Pool Garden View rooms that are normally 
$260/night for two double beds or a king are discounted to $215; Beach View rooms are slightly higher.  A 
2-bedroom condo is reduced from $490/night to $330.  All rooms are subject to a 13.5% tax.  Other 
accommodations are available elsewhere on the island and in Port Isabel.
